« Adapt the city structures

* Allocate sufficient human resources in order to
undertake the necessary actions
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- Determine the baseline for the CO, reduction target:

at least 20% reduction of CO, emissions by 2020
* Baseline year: to be defined by the signatory (>1990)

* Guidelines based on practical experiences of cities,

developed in co-operation with Joint Research Centre
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STEP 3: Sustainable Energy Action Plan
(SEAP)

Submission within 1 year after signing

Document formally approved by City Council

Concrete measures leading to 20% reduction of CO, emissions
by 2020

Scope: public and private sector actions
Free choice of methodology but:

- SEAP template to be used by all signatories -
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The Covenant of Mayors Office
